The Swedish flooring company Bolon AB was founded in 1949 by Nils Erik Eklund. Today it is a third generation family firm, owned and run by Marie and Annica Eklund. They have developed the business from a manufacturer of woven carpets to become an internationally renowned flooring company. By focusing on design and innovation together with strong and vocal marketing, they have created tremendous interest in their floors throughout the world. This includes among a number of world-leading architects, interior planners and designers. 

The name Bolon was created from the words bomull (Swedish for cotton) and nylon, which were the materials originally used in the manufacture. Cotton and nylon have since been replaced by vinyl, making Bolon the first on the world market with woven vinyl flooring. The floors are extremely unique in their development and production, but above all in terms of their design and appearance. Bolon is focused on offering the market unique designer flooring solutions with a strong emphasis on the latest trends in fashion as well as furnishings. Bolon designs its own floors and has greater scope for creativity than the traditional flooring industry has today. 

All Bolon's floors are produced for public environments with an emphasis on hotels, shops and offices. The floors have the feel and character of textiles, but with the practical benefits of vinyl, both with regards to of maintenance and durability. The floors are easy to keep clean and they meet high standards for fire safety, anti-slip and noise reduction. 

The latest models have been assigned the highest classification for textile flooring in public places (3.3). The broad range of floors includes a total of 64 models in various colours and patterns positions and the assortment is growing continuously. All manufacturing is done with consideration for the environment and the company recycles waste materials as well as excess heat from the manufacturing process. Bolon’s environmental and quality management system is certified according to ISO 14001 and ISO 9001.
Most of Bolon’s sales are now exported to the largest markets in Europe, Asia and the United States. The floors are sold in more than 30 countries with customers including well-known companies such as Armani, Hilton, Sheraton, Lacoste, Tommy Hilfiger and Mont Blanc, plus notable architects such as Renzo Piano and Jean Nouvel.
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
